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Appearance timber is graded based on the defects within a piece of timber. A variety of defects such as knots, surface cracks,
pith, wane and physical stability are taken into account to determine a grade. The more defects present the lower the grade
of timber. Appearance timber is not tested or graded based on it’s structural characteristics.

GRADING

CLEAR1 - Clear 2 faces and 2 sides

CLEAR2 - Clear 1 face and 2 sides

DRESSING GRADE - Tight knot character grade. Pith and wane restricted.

MERCHANT GRADE - A knotty grade with little to no restrictions on pith and wane.

FINGER JOINTED (FJ) - A clear recovery grade made by joining clear sections of timber.
